Stay west on I-10 through 
downtown Phoenix and take I-17 (Black 
Canyon Freeway) north (about 10 miles) to 
the Thunderbird Road exit. Proceed west 
on Thunderbird Road to the 47th Avenue 
entrance to campus. Follow the signs for 
visitor parking.

If you’re coming from ASU’s Tempe campus, 
you may be interested in taking the Express 
Shuttle Service. See below.

Go west on I-10 (Maricopa Freeway) through 
downtown Phoenix and take I-17 (Black 
Canyon Freeway) north (about 10 miles) to 
the Thunderbird Road exit.
